But Christians very quickly experienced a nostalgia, a desire to re-
experience the anticipation of baptism and their first Pascha. And so Lent
developed as a way for Christians to do it all over again, to relive that
challenging, yet joyous time of preparation in solidarity with those who would
soon become their brothers and sisters in Christ. When we observe Lent as
the Church has given it to us, we are in a sense reclaiming our own baptism
and entering the Church anew at Pascha. This yearly rhythm of our spiritual
life helps draw us back every year to our Church family and to reinvigorate
our prayer life, which may have grown lax in the past year.

So Lent is not something we do just because our parents told us we
have to. Rather than thinking of Lent as a burden or stricture, we should think
of Lent as the joy of anticipation, the joy of hunger before the great feast, the
joy of reconciliation with our brothers and sisters before we celebrate
together. Like the catechumens of the early Church, we, too, have to
experience our own personal Resurrection each year.
